b. Prescriber events

c. Radio awareness event

d. Resource Fair May 3rd
e. Working on how to connect with the schools

Law Enforcement:

a. Police are now required by law to report any investigations involving medications/drugs to the PDMP
Treatment:

a. Networking event for providers being discussed to hold in future
Workplace:

Harm Reduction
a. Drug Take Back Day April 30th throughout the county.  456lbs. of medications collected!

Each pillar is working on identifying what are their individual priorities and who needs to be at the table.
